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SHORT DESCRIPTION OF COMPANY/SITE ACTIVITY  
The Pfizer Newbridge facility manufactures solid dose pharmaceutical products for human consumption. 

Today the Newbridge plant is a centre of excellence for the provision of global health care products and 

also region specific health care products for the Pfizer global organisation.  

Pfizer Newbridge has approximately 900 employees at the Newbridge site. The facility operates on a 24-

hour, 4-cycle shift, 5 day per week basis. The total site area at Pfizer Newbridge is 49.7 hectares, with 

approximately 25.5 hectares used by the company for the overall production operation and car parking 

requirements.  

The Pfizer Newbridge facility produces a variety of pharmaceutical products.  Operations are based on 

formulation activities, consisting of blending of raw materials, granulation, drying and coating processes, 

with subsequent filling and packaging operations and product distribution from the site. The production 

facilities comprises of packaging and processing buildings, solvent recovery plant, combined heat & 

power plant and laboratories.  

Other facilities include warehousing of raw materials / intermediates / finished goods, external materials 

storage, services including steam, compressed air, nitrogen, cooling water and process water, 

wastewater pre-treatment plant, waste management centre, an engineering workshop  and an 

administration building with canteen.   

The site is licensed under Section 90(2) of the Environmental Protection Agency Acts 1992 and 2003 (as per 
IPPC Licence Register No. P0153-05), to carry on the following activity: 
 
The surface treatment of products using organic solvents, in particular for printing, coating, with a 
consumption capacity of more than 200 tonnes per year.

1.1. BRINGING TO LIFE A HOLLISTIC ENERGY PROGRAMME 

Pfizer Newbridge has developed a comprehensive, holistic, cross-functional Energy Program that seeks 

to optimize the consumption of energy and other resources at the Newbridge site.  The program is 

anchored on four key areas: Decommissioning, Energy Awareness, Energy Efficiencies and Renewable 

Technologies. For the purposes of this submission we are focusing on awareness and energy efficiencies 

in particular. In late 2010, early 2011 the Energy team set about formalizing their energy strategy onsite 

from 2010-2015 and looking at innovative and engaging ways of communicating the progress made 

onsite to date.  

The Energy Communications strategy is the brainchild of the Energy team and energy champions on-site.

2.1 ENERGY COMMUNICATIONS STRATEGY 

The Pfizer Newbridge Energy strategy is a comprehensive, holistic, cross-functional initiative seeking to 

optimize the consumption of energy and other resources at the Newbridge site.

In order to achieve the targets the energy team and champions set about developing the Energy 

Communications Strategy. It was a phased strategic approach and one that engaged both internal and 

external stakeholders throughout. Campaign objectives were clearly defined and formed the foundation

3.1 JANUARY 31ST 2011 ς A DAY TO REMEMBER

Special guest on the day Kirsten Lund-Jurgensen, VP of the Primary Care and Oncology Operating Unit 

travelled from the United States to be present for the launch.  Her passion for the environment and 

energy conservation was evident through her presentation at the launch. 

Community engagement is an integral part of the energy strategy. Representatives from the Kildare 

County Council, Newbridge Chamber of Commerce, Newbridge Tidy Towns Committee, Patrician 

Brothers Primary School, Sustainable Energy Ireland and SAP Landscapes were invited to join with over 

eighty colleagues at the launch.  

3.2 FOUNDATIONS, NEW BEGINNINGS AND FUTURE 

The launched marked the beginning of the strategy roll-out and with that came the task of mapping out 

a site visit to showcase the progress in energy improvements onsite and to create a bespoke event that

3.2.1 Foundations  

An extensive site tour was conducted which special guest Kirsten Lund Jurgensen at the heart of this on 

the day. Best practice energy savings onsite were showcased onsite and a number of key projects that 

have yielded significant results for the site were highlighted. Amongst these were a packaging 

consolidation project, re-use of water from Waste Water Treatment Plant and an Air Change Reduction 

Project in Efexor. The impressive results of these can be seen in section 5.3 

3.2.2 New Beginnings  

The MHT corridor was transformed into an energy experiential room, with hundreds of butterflies 

suspended from the ceiling, window graphics stretching the length of the corridor and bright colourful 

cut-outs throughout. Dave Cagney officially launched the strategy and colleagues ran a series of 

interactive workshops for visitors and guests. New beginnings revealed the site strategy of Green Living, 

Green Working and Green Future with colleagues cementing this through the interactive workshops.  
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3.2.3 Future 

The first manifestation of the commitment to a greener future was through the Woodland άPlant nΩ

Competition. In total over 300 colleagues entered the competition.  

4.3 MARKETING SUPPORT 

Communicating effectively with colleagues was central to the success of the day. Extensive pre-event 

marketing was completed in the form of a site-wide email, canteen screens, posters and a range of 

jacksmails to highlight the activity outlined and the offers available on the day. Post event 

communications enabled the energy team to reinforce the message of Green Living throughout the site.
