PROJECT TITLE: 

TUIS-VR – Free online training for volunteer firefighters 

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT  

Over 5000 volunteer firefighters from non-professional fire departments are doing online training – in 

order to ensure their correct response in accidents involving chemicals. They are using TUIS-VR, 

a virtual training world on the internet. TUIS-VR is made available free-of-charge by the network of 

130 in-house fire brigades of chemical companies in Germany. 

Getting virtual training is easy and straightforward via the browser of a computer. Instructors of 

volunteer fire departments select from five different accident scenarios. They can download 

comprehensive training materials which were developed by chemistry experts and fire brigades of 

chemical companies, together with professional fire departments and regional firefighting schools. 

Now volunteer firefighters – the “trainees” in TUIS-VR – explore the spot of an accident on a computer 

screen, similar to a computer game. Finally, a decision needs to be made: do I call in TUIS? 

For 25 years TUIS – the Transport- Accident- Information- and Emergency-Response-System of the 

German chemical industry association VCI – has been providing advice and assistance in accidents 

involving dangerous goods, e.g. to fire brigades, police forces and emergency control services. 

In keeping with modern times, TUIS training goes online: TUIS-VR was first presented at a major fire-

fighting fair and can be used as a virtual training programme since March 2011. TUIS-VR wants to 

attract mainly young firefighters who have no experience in dangerous goods accidents but love their 

computer. The concept works well so that police forces and emergency teams would like to have their 

own tailor-made scenarios. TUIS-VR was covered in full detail by specialist media and also discussed 

in internet forums. Firefighters from Austria, Switzerland and Poland have registered for the training 

programme, too. 

The chemical industry sees the virtual training programme TUIS-VR as a contribution to the industry’s 

societal responsibility beyond factory gates: Responsible Care. In view of demographic change, 

experience and competence of chemical company fire brigades are passed to the next generation in a 

present-day manner, enhancing awareness and perception of the TUIS system. This strategy 

improves the coping with transport accidents and serves the community as a whole.
